One undergraduate and one graduate scholarship will be
awarded to students from both TWU and UNT in the amount of $1,000 each, and one
scholarship will be awarded for the sophomore year to an undergraduate student at NCTC
in the amount of $500 (Corinth or Flower Mound campus).

Eligibility for Consideration

1. Be a U.S. Citizen

2. Be a full-time junior or senior undergraduate or graduate student at TWU or UNT
(Denton campuses) or a sophomore undergraduate student at NCTC (Corinth or Flower
Mound campus).

3. Have a 3.0 GPA (undergraduate) or 3.5 GPA (graduate).

4. Have never received an AAUW Denton Branch scholarship.

5. Submit application by April 30, 2018.

6. Attend one dinner meeting of the Denton Branch, AAUW, in the fall of 2018 semester
to meet the members of the Branch

Procedures:

The five scholarships recipients will be informed in May of the spring 2018

semester.

The scholarships will be distributed in two equal installments at the beginning of the Fall
2018 and Spring 2019 semesters as long as academic requirements have been met. The
students must complete the semester or return the money (see contract).
